
Is the use of ChatGPT in 
your course optional?

Have you informed your students 
of ChatGPT’s privacy policy and 
the risks associated with its use?

Does the assignment or activity 
require students to upload personal 
and private information to ChatGPT? 
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ChatGPT may only be used at BCIT on an 
optional basis. If a student declines to 
use ChatGPT in your course, it cannot 
a�ect their grade and you must provide 
an alternative to its use in your course.

You may not use ChatGPT if it involves
uploading students’ original work
to ChatGPT.

Go ahead and use ChatGPT in your teaching, 
if you wish. Guidance on how to use it when 
creating learning and teaching materials, as 
well as suggestions for designing assessment, 
is available on the  LTC GenAI website.

May I Use ChatGPT in My Teaching at BCIT?

Using ChatGPT is entirely your choice. However, know that if you choose not to use ChatGPT in your 
teaching, there is no approved AI detection tool at BCIT and use of these tools is not permitted.

You may not use ChatGPT if you have not 
informed your students of the risks involved 
with its use, including that ChatGPT provides 
personal information to third parties without 
the user’s knowledge or consent.

Does the activity or assignment 
involve uploading student work 
to ChatGPT?

You may not use ChatGPT if it involves uploading 
personal information, including name, age, sex, 
address, religion, race, ethnicity, sexual orientation, 
or medical or �nancial information. These 
restrictions are in accordance with BC’s Freedom of 
Information and Protection of Privacy Act (1996).
